We continue to develop 

relationship and build on the foundations that were laid from previous years. 

 

Firstly, I would like to wish you all a Merry Christmas and wish you all a very happy New Year. We have 

had a good year in 2019 with us being part of the SE Legion, along with some great football from our Flag 

Teams and the U17’s. The Dog Bowl was a fantastic success, which saw some great football from the Flag 

teams and then the U17’s took on Kent Exiles where they held their own against the 2019 Brit Ball 

champions. We have also had some very disappointing events happen. We have had to move from our 

home ground due to flooding, but the Committee worked on securing a good price for Eastbourne Sports 

Park and we have managed to reduce the costs by teaming up with Hellingly Rugby Club.
